preservation and promotion of the public health and welfare and to provide an adequate water supply for
consumption and fire protection; and

WHEREAS, the Clermont County Water Resources Department has made a detailed
examination in order to delineate the work necessary for the improvements described in Exhibit “A” and

has prepared plans, specifications and bid documents relative to the improvements along with a cost
estimate; and

WHEREAS, improvements described in Exhibit “A” are valid improvements and expenses

attributable to the County Waterworks System in the Clermont County Water Resources Department,
Clermont County, Ohio.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Clermont County, Ohio, with at least two-thirds of its members concurring as follows:

SECTION 1. By this Resolution which ratifies and declares necessity for the detailed plans,
specifications and estimates of cost and financing for the Project as described in the attached Exhibit "A"
which exhibit is hereby made a part hereof, in said County, is hereby approved, ratified and confirmed.

SECTION 2. That this Board of County Commissioners hereby declares it necessary for the
preservation and promotion of the public health and welfare and to provide an adequate water supply for
consumption and fire protection to construct Project as described in the attached Exhibit "A" which
exhibit is hereby made a part hereof.



SECTION 3. That it is hereby determined to proceed with the Project, in accordance with the
detailed plans, specifications, and estimates of cost and financing, as herein ratified and confirmed, and to

provide for the receipt of bids for the project pursuant to public advertisement therefore in the manner
prescribed by law.

SECTION 4. That the work or improvements as described herein shall proceed in accordance
with the priority of need and as may be accomplished in conjunction with continued operation of the
Clermont County Waterworks System.

That the entire cost of the Project, including engineering fees, legal fees, and all
necessary and incidental expenses in connection therewith shall be paid from one or more of any
combination of the Waterworks Capital Improvement Fund, any portion of any federal or state grant or
loan should such become available, and/or by the issuance of notes or bonds pursuant to Section 133.08
of the Ohio Revised Code, and payable from revenues derived from water rates and charges levied for the
operation of the Clermont County Waterworks System.

. WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has determined pursuant to Section 5553.045 of the
Ohio Revised Code to investigate whether the vacation of a portion of Big Indian Road (T-33) in Washington
Township, Clermont County, Ohio, would be for the public convenience and welfare subsequent to the receipt
of the request of the Board of Washington Township Trustees, in and as it relates thereto; and,

. WHEREAS, gursuant to Sections 5553.06 and 5553.07 of the Ohio Revised Code, the County
I%lnglr%eer hasdrev1ewe the area proposed to be vacated and has approved the appropriate legal description
therefore; and,

. WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has held a public hearing concerning the proposed
vacation of a portion of Big Indian Road (T-33) in Washington Township, on September 28, 2021, which is
recorded in Commissioner’s Journal Number 319, and,

Cood WHEREAS, all appropriate statutory procedures have been followed according to the Ohio Revised
ode;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners of Clermont
County, Ohio, at least two-thirds of its members thereto concurring as follows:

SECTIONI

That the Board of County Commissioners hereby determines that the public convenience
and welfare would be best served by the vacation of a 1portion of Big Indian Road (T-33) in
Washington Township and in Jones Military Survey 714 and Bowne Military Survey 723, and as
described, is hereby vacated, to wit:

Beginning at the centerline intersection of Weil Road and Big Indian Road and extending South
and East for a distance of 1,424” (0.27 miles) to the dead end of Big Indian Road. The proposed
road vacation is located within Clermont County parcel number 44-33-02D-002 owned by Alice F.
Neftzer and Elizabeth A. Bennett, and Clermont County Parcel number 44-33-18G-033 owned by
Patricia L. Whalen. Said dead end of Big Indian Road was established by previous Big Indian
Road Vacation, Board of County Commissioners Resolution 77-85, and Barger Road Vacation,
Board of County Commissioners Resolution 165-16.

Total length of vacation description is 1,424.00° — 0.027 miles.
